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This season TSYO will see many changes to meet the chal-
lenges of 2020.

Dr. Matthew Forte has accepted a position in New Mexico
and moved west this summer. Dr. Forte was a wonderful ad-
dition to the team, and he will be missed.

Dr. Chad Hutchinson will take over as Symphonic conductor.
Dr. Hutchinson lives in Sylvania, and currently teaches at
Eastern Michigan University. Chad has extensive experience
working with youth orchestras (and adult orchestras!). Even
though he has only been with TSYO a few months, he already
has made great contributions to the programs: we are lucky
to have him onboard!
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Due to the uncertainty of the times, we have decided to de-
lay the start of TSYO until January 2021. After schools are in
session for a few months, we will have a better idea of how
we can safely and effectively conduct full rehearsals, assum-
ing capacity guidelines will allow.
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Although full orchestras cannot meet until January, the Tole-
do Symphony School of Music is offering small ensemble clas-
ses, catered towards TSYO students (and non-TSYO students,

based on availability).

Ensembles will be limited to 4-14 students, depending on
instrumentation. Leaders of these classes include TSYO con-
ductors Ms. Cranston, Ms. Schnerer, and Dr. Hutchinson, TSO
cellist Amy Chang, TSSM violin instructor Sonsoles Llodra and
more. Classes include Advanced Violin Performance, Cello
Choir, Symphonic Strings Class, multiple offerings of Concert
Strings classes, and more. Classes will meet weekly at the
Professional Building (1838 Parkwood Avenue).
